“The 2006 Broquel Chardonnay. Malolactic fermentation for 25% of the wine
occurred in new French and American oak, the balance in tank, followed by
9 months aging sur-lie. Light gold colored, it exhibits toasty oak notes,
apple, pear, and tropical fruit aromas. The wine has crisp acidity, excellent
balance, and a lengthy finish. Drink it over the next 1-2 years”.

“The 2005 Broquel Cabernet Sauvignon was aged for 15 months in new
French and American oak. It is a deep garnet color with a nose of toasty
oak, tobacco, pencil lead, and black currant. This leads to a medium-
bodied, structured wine with ample sweet fruit, layers of flavor, and a
lengthy finish. It will develop for 2-3 years and provide pleasure through

2015”.

“The 2005 Broquel Malbec was aged for 15 months in new French and one
year American oak. Purple-colored, it exhibits aromas of smoke, cedar,
blueberry and black cherry. Medium-bodied, ripe, and sweet on the palate,
it has good depth and excellent concentration. It will evolve for 2-3 years

and drink well through 2015”.
